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1. Remove the OE filter according to owner’s manual.
2. Wipe away any dirt and dust from the inside of the air filter housing. (Fig. 1)
 NOTE: A damp cloth can be used to clean the inside of the air filter housing.
3. Install the K&N® air filter into the airbox base. Make sure the inside diameter of the K&N® air filter slides completely
 over the protruding register of the airbox base. The base of the K&N® air filter must sit flat against the rubber seal in 
 the base of the airbox to ensure a proper seal. (Fig. 2 & Fig. 3)
4. Reinstall the airbox lid, refasten the airbox clamps and tighten the wing nut.
